· How much will it cost?

· What will happen when the grant ends?

· How will you keep track of your progress?

(budget)

(exit strategy)

(monitoring and evaluation)


You may find it useful to put aside the application form and answer each one of these questions on a separate piece of paper.  This will form a good basis for your application.  
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
